What is 
Slam Jam?
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The aim of Slam Jam is to introduce basketball to as many 

7-11 year olds as possible in a fun, safe and engaging 

atmosphere. With a focus on improving physical literacy 

and the fundamentals of movement, using basketball 

related activities as a tool, we know that everyone who 

takes part in Slam Jam will fall in love with Basketball and 

want to make it their game for life!!

Slam Jam is an exciting new way for 7 to 11 

year olds to get involved with Basketball for 

It has been designed and created in partnership with 

both basketball and educational experts, as well as 

input from stakeholders and partners from outside the 

sport. So, whilst it is linked to the national curriculum it 

is still suitable for community and club delivery.

Is there a cost to
