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Special Dispensation: Child born on or after the 1st September 2007 competing in the Jnr. NBL under 14 competition.
Any child born on or after 1st September 2007 who wishes to compete in the Jnr. NBL under 14 competition must apply for a special dispensation.

The special dispensation should aim to evidence that the child has the physical, technical and mental capabilities to compete in an under 14 competition. The parents and club should have considered the risks associated with children playing up who are physically and mentally advanced.

To apply for a special dispensation, a submission should be made in writing which should include:

· Statement from the parent explaining why they would like to seek special dispensation for their child.

· Statement from the coach of the team evidencing that the child has the physical, technical and mental capabilities to compete at an under 14 national level. It should also evidence previous playing or training experience at this level.

· A signed liability and permission waiver completed by the parent (see Page 2).

· A signed liability and permission waiver completed by the coach (see Page 3).

When this has been completed it should be sent to NationalLeague@basketballengland.co.uk for consideration by the NBL department and the compliance manager. An outcome on the decision of the special dispensation will come no later than 14 days after the submission is sent.

As a coach, you should ensure that as far as is reasonably possible, there is no increased risk of injury to an U10 player due to any disparity with the older players that are also on the court. 

Young people develop at very different rates physically, psychologically, emotionally and socially. If young people are unevenly matched, particularly in contact sports such as basketball it can increase the risk of injury and psychological stress. In the interest of safeguarding, Basketball England recommends the following guidelines be adhered to: 

Before making any mixed age play decisions coaches should review a young person’s individual situation and give consideration to the standard of play and type of players in the other division/team or session before considering mixing play between players under the age of 10 and players between the ages of 11 and 14. Should a club choose to do this they should obtain a signed parental consent form for any child or young person which plays up or trains within a higher division or with individuals outside their age group.

If you feel that an U10 player has an increased risk of injury due to playing in a particular game or situation with older players, you should remove the player from that situation until it is safe for them to return to the court. If this means missing an entire game, then that is the correct course of action.
